He recorded a sentence and cut out
a plece of the sentence from the recording tape. He replaced the missing piece with a burst of
static of the same duration.

But a majority of people could not tell where the static
was! The auditory system had filled in the missing speech information, so that the sentence
seemed uninterrupted. Most people reported that there was static and that it existed apart
from the spoken sentence. The static and the sentence formed separate perceptual streams

due to differences in the quality of sound that caused them to group separately.

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Modern uses of glass are a great example of the evolving science of materials. The

discovery of a new formulation of glass paved the way for the invention of fiber optics, but it
was the ability to manipulate this 7,000-year-old material and form it into ultra—thin, flexible
strands capable of carrying light over several miles that really developed our methods of
communication.

This glassblowing technology was a
milestone in production. It has since been used to produce a multitude of products. The sense

Humans and their hominid ancestors have been transforming environments to obtain food more
efficiently for millions of years.

The increasing substitution of more
readily digestible animal proteins in place of plant foods protected by tough cellulose allowed
the evolution of smaller digestive tracts and the shifting of energy to another “expensive
tissue,” the brain. Also, cooking and fermentation facilitated the digestion of animal and plant
foods. Primatologist Richard Wrangham, in his book Catching Fire , has even argued that
cooking with fire provided a crucial stimulus to the evolution of Homo erectus, 1.8 million

years ago, although more evidence of early cooking sites is needed to establish this claim

definitively.

this kind of bias might inhibit economically rational judgment in laboratory tasks, it leads us to

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Mathematics will attract those it can attract, but it will do nothing to overcome resistance to
science. Science is universal in principle but in practice it speaks to very few. Mathematics
may be considered a communication skill of the highest type, frictionless so to speak and at
the opposite pole from mathematics, the fruits of science show the practical benefits of
science without the use of words. But those fruits are ambivalent. Science as science does not
speak; ideally, all scientific concepts are mathematized when scientists communicate with one
another, and when science displays its products to non-scientists it need not, and indeed is
not able to, resort to salesmanship. When science speaks to others, it is no longer science,
and the scientist becomes or has to hire a publicist who dilutes the exactness of mathematics.

In the middle of the video, a person in a gorilla
suit walked right in the middle of the six people, thumped his chest, and disappeared. As long
as participants were engaged in the task that required close attention to the players, they did
not perceive the gorilla, even though it appeared right before their eyes. It seems that without

attention there is no perception.

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The purpose of research in science is to bring a higher level of confidence and certainty to
our understanding than is possible by belief, faith, or reason alone.

The way in which subjects view a study and their participation in it can affect the outcomes
of research. There has been much more resistance to telling subjects about the researcher’s
hypothesis. Researchers worry that if the subject knows what the experimenter thinks will
happen, the subject’s behavior will be influenced by this knowledge. Subjects may try to
confirm or disconfirm the experimenter’s idea. In any event, they will not be acting naturally
and spontaneously. For this reason, a full explanation of the experimenter’'s hypothesis is
usually not provided in the informed consent statement given to subjects to sign prior to

I think that one of the most important responsibilities of the education system is to teach
students how to discuss controversial issues in a free society. How can that happen if school
administrators won’t even allow certain issues to be mentioned?

It meant that the shuttle exploded,
killing everyone on board. The rule of avoiding bad PR, whenever possible, isn’t a bad one,
but in this case it was applied in exactly the wrong situation. And the negative consequences
for the space programme as a whole, not to mention the families of those killed, were far
more serious than a delayed launch would have been.

People use music with a great variety of goals in a large number of different contexts. For
example, music is used to “pump up” one’s attitude during aerobic workouts, to communicate
one’s gender identity to significant others, and so forth.

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The fascination of the early films lay in the movement on the screen of objects which
exactly resembled their originals in real life and behaved like them down to the minutest
detail.

Indeed, it was research with
human cell cultures that led researchers to understand that the polio virus infected non-neural
tissue and that it could be cultivated on such tissue. Similarly, the use of a human’s own veins
to replace clogged arteries was delayed because animal experiments with dogs indicated that
veins could not be used.

considerable skepticism about the supposed benefits of animal experiments.

In the first part of the twentieth century, behaviorism became progressively favored by
experimental psychologists. That’s in large measure because the preceding era of psychology
had gotten stuck in endless accounts of subjective experiences, and such “introspectionism” led
to results that were hard to reproduce. By contrast, external conditions of an experiment were
highly controllable, and externally directed observations were relatively straightforward. So
behaviorists limited themselves to examining behavior as it occurred in settings where the
external variables could be individually manipulated. In Skinner—type behavioristic studies, for
instance, a rat would occasionally trip a lever as it wandered around its laboratory cage. This
behavior could then be sequenced with another event of the experimenter's choosing (e.g. a
food reward), and the subsequent frequency of bar pressing could be accurately measured,

leading to results that were both predictable and quantifiable.

One method for studying behavior is to observe and record events as they naturally occur in
life. Researchers who use this method, called naturalistic observation, do not bring their
subjects into the laboratory or manipulate their behavior in any way. Nor do they select
groups of subjects and set up different experimental conditions. Naturalistic observation is
frequently used to study animal behavior, such as the hibernation habits of bears or the

maternal behavior of hens. It is important, however, that the subject be unaware that he is

being observed. For example, a psychologist using naturalistic observation to study how

children of different races play together would watch groups of children playing in school
yards or parks, but would keep himself at a distance so as not to be detected. If the children

On the other hand, free radicals move
uncontrollably through the body, attacking cells, turning their fats rancid, rusting their proteins,
piercing their membranes and corrupting their genetic code until the cells become dysfunctional
and sometimes give up and die.

we could even say that mathematics is concerned precisely with those things that are invariant
under linguistic translation. In that sense there is not really a “language” of mathematics;

rather, mathematics is an abstraction of whatever can be said equally well in any natural

Given that the first known use of around 1,700 words or meanings is in Shakespeare and that
his work has been so widely read, it's not surprising that many of the terms we use every
day come from him. When we say, for instance, something is “fashionable, marketable, or
flawed,” and when we talk of “accommodation or a bump,” we are using words that

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Biological psychologists look for causes of our psychological problems within our physiology,
our genetics, and human evolution.
