Spiral Jetty

Location: Utah, U. S.

This is Robert Smithson’s best known work of
art, and probably the most famous piece of all land
art. To create Spiral Jetty (1970) on the shore of the
Great Salt Lake in Utah, Smithson arranged 457
meters of rock, earth, salt, and red algae into a
counter-clockwise spiral. He moved about 6,650
tons of rock and earth from the shore into the water.
The jetty was completely under water for some
time. However, after years of drought, water levels
went down, and the jetty became visible again in
2004, over three decades after its creation. The jetty
transforms itself every year because salt layers from
the Great Salt Lake are formed around the spiral.
Every year, tens of thousands of art lovers travel to
view the work of art. In several decades, however,
the great work may completely lose its shape and

colors.
