If the coin is tossed
and the outcome is concealed, people will offer lower amounts when asked for

bets. People act as if . In this case, control of the

While at Florida State University in the 1970s, psychologist Stephen West noted an
odd occurrence after surveying students about the campus cafeteria cuisine: ratings
of the food rose significantly from the week before, even though there had been no
change in the menu, food quality or preparation. Instead, the shift resulted from an
announcement that because of a fire, cafeteria meals would not be available for
several weeks. This account highlights the effect of perceived (A)
on human judgment.

Credibility can be high or low in the same presentation with the same audience. It
can change with time, the presentation, or somebody else’s opinion. One way to

boost your credibility is . Consider the most highly

successful attorneys or CEOs. No matter how rushed or pressured they are, you
don’t ever see them running into the room, slamming their stuff down on the table,
and throwing themselves into their chair. No! They are absolutely composed at all
times. They have to convey an air of authority and calmness. Being overly
emotional or flustered throws your credibility out the window. Jury studies show
that lawyers who appear well organized are thought of as being more thorough and

better prepared, which of course increases their credibility.

Psychologist Breznitz studied the stress hormone levels in the bloodstreams of
Israeli soldiers after a forced march. He had several groups of soldiers march forty
kilometers, but gave each group different information. Some groups marched thirty
kilometers and then were told they had ten more kilometers to go. Other groups
were told they were to march sixty kilometers, but only marched forty. The results
of the stress hormone level tests were astounding. In every case the stress
hormone levels reflected what they believed about how far they had marched, and
not the actual distance marched. Dr. Breznitz gave the soldiers false information.
They adjusted their belief based on false information, and the belief changed their

blood chemistry. This hows that one good way to lower stress is
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The term euphemism derives from a Greek word meaning ‘to speak with good
words’ and involves substituting a more pleasant, less objectionable way of saying
something for a blunt or more direct way. Why do people use euphemisms? They
do so probably to help smooth out the ‘rough edges’ of life, to make the

unbearable bearable and the offensive inoffensive. (A) , euphemisms can

become dangerous when they are used to create misperceptions of important
issues. (B) , a politician may indicate that one of his statements was
‘somewhat at variance with the truth,’ meaning that he lied. Even more serious

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When it comes to explaining our own behavior, we tend to choose attributes that
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are favorable to us. This self-serving bias means that we like to take credit for
our good actions and let the situation take the blame for our bad ones. (A)

, most of us will say, “I am furious because this situation is intolerable!” We
will not say, “I am furious because I am an angry person.” (B) , if we do
something admirable, such as donating 100 dollars to charity, we attribute our
motives to personality (“I'm generous”’) instead of to the situation (“the fund-raiser
pressured me into it”). This self-serving bias is also apparent in the excuses
people make to justify their mistakes. Selfprotecting excuses have been part of
human life since Adam blamed Eve for giving him the apple — and Eve blamed the

serpent.

The proper and safe use of conscience in imperfect humans can be illustrated by
the cautious practices of a safe driver. When a driver wants to change lanes, he

instinctively glances first in his rearview mirror. If he sees a car, he knows that it

is unsafe to move to the other lane. (A) , even if he sees nothing, the
prudent driver realizes that there are certain blind spots — not everything can be
seen at all times by depending just on the mirror. (B) , he does not simply

look in the mirror. He turns his head to look, making sure the lane is clear before
making his move. The same is true of conscience. If it warns you, heed it! But
even when it does not at first sound an alarm, be like the wise motorist — check

further to make sure there is no danger.

Mountain lions and deer were once abundant in the Grand Canyon National Park
and Kaibab National Forest. Because the mountain lions preyed on the deer, hunters
were allowed to shoot the mountain lions until only a few were left. With their
chief enemy gone, the deer in the area increased in number very rapidly.

One man lived by this motto: Never let a day go by without giving at least three
people a compliment. If you question the value of this exercise, give it a try. I
think you will discover other people responding better to you. And don’t be
surprised if, even years later, you learn how your words deeply affected someone
in a significant way. Sincere compliments cost nothing and can accomplish so much.
In ANY relationship, they are the applause that refreshes. At any age, they feel like
a warm fireside on a cold night. They melt away icy pain; they invigorate and
refresh. We often remember them for years, and they have remarkable power to

influence future behavior.
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One of my favorite quotes is, “Age is something that doesn’t matter, unless you are
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a cheese.” Now look here! Ted Williams, at age 42, slammed a home run in his last
official time at bat. Mickey Mantle, at age 20, hit 23 home runs his first full year
in the major leagues. Golda Meir was 71 when she became Prime Minister of
Israel. William Pitt II was 24 when he became Prime Minister of Great Britain.
George Bernard Shaw was 94 when one of his plays was first produced. Mozart
was just seven when his first composition was published. Now, how about this?
Benjamin Franklin was a newspaper columnist at 16 and a framer of the United

States Constitution when he was 81.

Some weeds seem to prefer human company to life in a pristine wilderness. Most
of those weeds are edible! By using these weeds as food, you can get an “early
harvest” at a time when most gardens are just getting started. This particular food
is especially economical: it's totally free, and you don’t even have to pay for the
seeds. Moreover, you'll expand your own culinary horizons. For example, the
average American eats only thirty of 50,000 edible plant species in the world.
Hence, if you only use three kinds of weeds as part of your diet, you have
probably increased your food choices by 10%! In addition, it's easier to avoid using

herbicide once you view weeds as food, thus helping the environment.

Hunger and food insecurity have been called America’s “hidden crisis.” At the same
time, and apparently paradoxically, obesity has been declared an epidemic. Both
obesity and hunger are serious public health problems, sometimes co-existing in
the same families and the same individuals. Their existence sounds contradictory,
but those with insufficient resources to purchase adequate food can still be
overweight, for reasons that researchers are now beginning to understand.
Policymakers and the public need to better grasp this apparent paradox if our
nation is to grapple with these parallel threats to the well-being of many children
and adults, and avoid potentially damaging policy prescriptions arising from a

mistaken belief that food insecurity and obesity cannot co-exist.
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Standard English allows access to certain educational and economic opportunities,
which is the primary reason for teaching it. Students realize this when they
interview for a first job or when they plan for posthigh school education. So, what
should teachers do when a student says, “I ain’t got no pencil,” or brings some
other nonstandard dialect into the classroom? Opinions vary from ‘rejection and
correction’ to complete acceptance. The approach most consistent with culturally
responsive teaching is to first accept the dialect and then build on it. For example,
when the student says, “I ain't got no pencil,” the teacher might say, “Oh, you
don’'t have a pencil. What should you do, then?” Although results won’t be apparent
immediately, the long-range benefits — both for language development and attitudes

toward school — are worthwhile.

Those who ride bicycles say that it is easier to ride up a hill at night than it is
during the day. This is because at night the cyclist can see but a few feet in front
of him. He feels that he can go the few feet more than his light shows, and in this
manner keeps going up until he has reached the top. In the daytime, however, he
sees the whole hill, the whole problem at once, and it seems so steep that he is
discouraged. In the same way, if you face a large task that seems impossible to
attack, deal with your task as this cyclist did. Divide your task up into its smaller
parts and tackle each as a separate job. Finding time to work on these subtasks
will be easier as well, since you can fit small chunks of time into your schedule

more readily than larger ones.
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Those who have seen rice transplantation will know that the seedling is uprooted,
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taken off the water bed, and left on dry soil for two or three days. It will feel a
sense of threat to life when the roots start to dry. When it is replanted into the
soil, it sends roots deep down into the soil with double vigor. The plant grows and
yields sometimes eight to ten times as much rice as a plant that was not
transplanted. Similarly, adversity strengthens us. After overcoming an obstacle, we
emerge stronger. Had it not been for the imprisonment of John Bunyan, he would
not have authored The Pilgrim’s Progress. Without the early blindness that seized
Helen Keller, she would not have been able to contribute so much to improve the

lives of the blind.

Have you ever played on a sports team that won a game by default, because the
other team did not show up? It's an empty victory. Is the point of life to collect
trophies? The trophies have value only when they represent the effort you have
made. Seeking to obtain the rewards of life without paying the price is like buying
someone else’s trophies at a garage sale. They may look impressive on your shelf,
but they bring no fulfillment and have no meaning. Which would you rather have —
the fruit or the tree? The fruit is gone once you eat it. But the tree continues to
provide fruit, year after year. The f{fruits of success are a poor substitute for
actually living a life that brings success. Don’t just grab the fruit and run. Take the

time to plant and nurture the tree by paying the price and making the effort.

Daniel Burnham was one of the most famous architects of the last century. His
most noteworthy achievement was the planning of the great Chicago World's Fair.
He left this advice to his younger associates: “Make no little plans. They have no
magic to stir men’s blood and probably will not themselves be realized.” He is
right. If you think small, you are bound to talk small and act small. Too many
people tend to confine their goals to a couple of blocks, and they get a two—block
result. Many successful people urge us to aim high, and to think in terms of the
whole world. The desire to reach for the far-reaching stars is good for your soul.

It awakens in you the talent that you may never have realized you possess.
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Mediation is a process that has much in common with advocacy but is also crucially
different. It parallels advocacy in so far as it tends to involve a process of
negotiation, but differs in so far as mediation involves adopting a neutral role
between two opposing parties rather than taking up the case of one party against
another. At times, particularly in very complex situations, the processes of
advocacy and mediation can overlap, perhaps with very problematic results, as one
loses clarity over his or her role. It is therefore important, if not essential, to
maintain a clear focus in undertaking advocacy or mediation in order to ensure that
the roles do not become blurred and therefore potentially counterproductive. For
example, a mediator who ‘takes side’ is likely to lose all credibility, as is an
advocate who seeks to adopt a neutral position.

Did you finish a bag of chips when you only wanted a few? Do you eat only when
you are hungry? Brian Wansink is a researcher who is passionate about figuring out
how cues that aren’t related to hunger influence our eating habits. When Wansink
gave moviegoers popcorn in large buckets, they ate almost 50% more than those
served popcorn in smaller buckets. Both groups estimated that they'd eaten the
same amount of popcorn. Were they overeating because the popcorn tasted so
good? Not likely — the test subjects were munching on 1l4-day-old popcorn,
showing how automatic some behaviors become. In another series of studies,
Wansink looked at the consumption of 47 different grocery store products and

found that people generally poured more out of larger packages than smaller ones.

(A) has a powerful influence over the (B) we eat.
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In Israel, researchers spent five years studying 10,000 men to see who developed
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the heart disorder angina and why. Those who fell ill, they found, had one thing in
common: they said their wives didn’'t openly show them affection. Researchers at
Harvard Medical School have now found that when we care for someone who is ill
— or are ourselves cared for — there is a sharp increase in our blood of a
chemical which helps fight off illness. And a little bit of cuddling even makes
people recover more quickly from operations. Some British heart specialists now
believe that lack of love is a bigger “risk factor” in cardiac disease than obesity
and smoking. Cancer specialist Dr. Jan de Winter thinks so, too. “Our outlook on
life controls the way our body defenses work. And there is no doubt they work
best when we are loved,” he says.

Perhaps you've heard this advice before: Don’t eat before going to bed. People
most often give this advice to people trying to lose weight. The logic behind this
advice sounds reasonable: If you eat and then go to sleep, your body will convert
the food you ate into fat rather than using it right away as fuel. Ultimately, you'll
gain weight. But is this true? Assuming that total calories consumed and physical
activity are otherwise similar, do people who eat at night gain more weight than
those who avoid eating late? Or is this a myth? As long as you stick to the amount
of calories you need to lose or maintain your weight, you won't gain even if you
eat them all in one huge midnight feast. The problem is that many people max out
their daily calorie allotment before the end of the day, so the snack they eat at
bedtime puts them over their limit and contributes to weight gain. If you're the type
of person who likes to eat at night, as long as you cut back during the day to
compensate, you shouldn’t have any problem with weight gain. Calories don’'t know

time.
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The DNA extracted from these bits of whale skin not only identifies the individuals

in the group, but also reveals their relationships to each other.

Sperm whales travel in social groups that cooperate to defend and protect each
other, and may even share suckling of calves. ( @ ) It is difficult to determine the
membership of these groups from sightings alone, because of the practical
difficulties of observing whale behavior, most of which happens underwater. ( @ )
To make things even more difficult, sperm whales can travel across entire oceans
and can dive to a depth of a kilometer. ( @ ) Biologists who study whale behavior
generally have to be content with hanging around in boats, waiting for their
subjects to surface. ( @ ) But when they do surface, in addition to taking photos
which allow individual whales to be identified, biologists can zip over in worryingly
small boats and pick up the bits of skin that the whales leave behind on the
surface when they re-submerge. ( ® ) This has allowed researchers to describe

sperm whale social groups in detail.

[ have a rule of thumb for deciding if my teenagers have too many activities and
commitments in their life: If they can keep up with their schoolwork and get

Most people who live in relatively mild climates rarely view bad weather as more
than an inconvenience, but in less fortunate parts of the world, a change in the

weather can have disastrous consequences for an entire society.

(A) This destructive weather phenomenon, which is called “El Nifio” (The Christ
Child) because it occurs at Christmastime, has sometimes forced entire villages to
disband and move elsewhere merely to avoid starvation.

(B) Occasionally, however, global weather patterns cause the current to fail, setting
off a deadly chain reaction. Without nutrients, the fish and squid die, depriving the
villagers of their livelihood.

(C)Weather fluctuations along the northwest coast of South America, for instance,
can periodically have a dramatic effect on the area’s fishing villages. Under normal
circumstances, the cold, steadily flowing waters of the Humboldt Current bring
nutrients up from the sea floor along the coast, providing a dependable food supply

for fish and squid.
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During the 1997 Kyoto negotiations, Brazil made a suggestion that has since
become known as the Brazilian Proposal. @ Its idea was that countries should now
share the burden of emissions cuts according to how historically responsible they
were for the problem. @ In other words, we should calculate what concentration of
greenhouse gases each country has put into the atmosphere over time and use
those figures to allocate emissions cuts. @ That would mean, for instance, that
countries such as Germany and the United Kingdom, which have been emitting for
longer than most countries, would bear a larger share than their current emissions
implied. @ Greenhouse gases have been known to absorb heat and hold this heat in
the atmosphere, instead of reflecting it back into space. ® It would also mean that
big emitters that had developed their industries more recently, such as Australia,

would bear less of a share.

In their zeal to extract more money from their citizens, many governments have
tried to impose some rather creative but unpopular tax laws on the populace. @D
During the time of Peter the Great, any Russian man who wore a beard was
required to pay a special tax. @ The people of old England were forced to pay
taxes for the number of windows or hearths they had. @ In ancient China, taxes
were paid with sheets of pressed tea, and Australian natives paid taxes with
sharks’ teeth. @ In 1765, when the Stamp Act was passed by the DBritish
Parliament, a new tax was imposed on all American colonists that required them to
pay a tax on every piece of printed paper they used. ® The 1820 Missouri law

imposed a one-dollar tax on single men between the ages of 21 and 50.

Species have slowly evolved and disappeared throughout geologic time because of
climatic changes and the inability to adapt to survive competition and predators. @
Since the 1600s, however, the rate of extinction has accelerated rapidly because of
human population growth and resource consumption. @ Today, most of the world’s
habitats are changing faster than most species can adapt to such changes through
evolution, or natural selection. @ The current global extinction rate is exponentially
greater than the extinction rate of the past. @ Efforts to save endangered species
also include captive breeding of severely endangered species later released into the
wild to restore or add to a breeding population. & Many biologists believe that we
are in the middle of the greatest mass extinction episode since the disappearance

of the dinosaurs 65 million years ago.
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Giorgio Vasari, the Italian painter, architect, and writer, was born in Arezzo in
1511. He was considered to be more successful as an architect than a painter. But
what made him truly famous was his book Lives of the Most Eminent Painters,
Sculptors and Architects (shortened as Lives). It is not known exactly how many
copies of the first edition of Lives, published in 1550, were printed, but it earned
Vasari the praise of his peers. Then in a revised edition of Lives in 1568, complete
with portraits of the artists, he combined biographical anecdotes with critical
comment. Although the revised edition overshadowed Vasari’'s own achievements as
a painter and architect, it made him the most respected man of the Italian art

world. He was even knighted by Pope Pius V in 1571.

Can’t remember if an egg is fresh or hard-boiled? Just spin the egg. If it wobbles,
it's raw.

(B) Many people’s lives can be divided into Act One and Act Two. The first
performance ends when one decides to ultimately follow a new direction or passion.
Henri Dunant’s old life, driven by financial success, prestige, and power, no longer
satisfied him. A new Henri Dunant emerged in Act Two. For some, Act Two may
begin with a conversion, or a turning point. Others speak of a defining moment.
However it is understood, the “old self” is laid to rest and a new self is born —
one governed by principle, spirit, and passion. You may be ready for Act Two. It

may be the next scene of a life that counts.

(C) He realizes in the village that his life will never be the same again. Driven by
a powerful passion to abolish war, Henri Dunant will eventually lose his successful

banking career and (a) all his worldly possessions only to die as a virtual unknown

in an obscure poorhouse. But we remember Henri today because he was the first
recipient of the Nobel Peace Prize in 1901. We also remember him because of the
movement he founded—the Red Cross. He was the person who was motivated by

Napoleon III about (c) a financial transaction between the Swiss and the French.

But he arrived late and now finds himself in a position to witness first—hand the
atrocities of war. What Henri sees from his hill, however, pales in comparison with

(d) what he is soon to witness. Entering a small town shortly after the fierce

encounter, Henri now observes (e) the battle’s refugees. Every building is filled

with the mangled, the injured, the dead. Henri, aching with pity, decides to stay in

the village three more days to comfort the young soldiers.
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Since the beginning of time, the mysterious nature of dreaming has ed people to
believe that dreams were messages from the other world. Dreams have been
regarded as prophetic communications which, when properly decoded, would enable
us to foretell the future. There is, however, absolutely no scientific evidence for
this theory. It is certainly true that individuals who are concerned about a traumatic
event, such as the threat of the loss of a loved one who is sick, will dream about
that loved one more than would otherwise be the case. If the dreamer then calls
and finds that the loved one has died, it is understandable for him or her to
assume that the dream was a premonition of that death. But this is a mistake. It is

simply a(n) correspondence between a situation about which one

has intense concern and the occurrence of the event that one fears.

To prove the existence of premonitory dreams, scientific evidence must be
obtained. We would need to do studies in which individuals are sampled in terms of
their dream life and judges are asked to make correspondences between these
dream events and events that occurred in real life. A problem that arises here is
that individuals who believe in premonitory dreams may give one or two striking
examples of ‘hits,” but they never tell you how many of their premonitory dreams
‘missed.”

work at (a) a small research facility, modifying an antenna to pick up radio signals

from our galaxy. But their readings were continuously contaminated by low-level
static. Thinking that their equipment was at fault, the two cleaned and thoroughly
tested the antenna. Still no luck. The noise would not go away. Now, they could
easily have given up and gone on to another project, but the two were determined
to solve the mystery. Could the static, they wondered, be a remnant of the massive
explosion that began the universe?

The Big Bang was an intriguing idea in astrophysics at the time, but it lacked
proof. If the Big-Bang theory was right, Earth would be enveloped in constant
low-level radiation. This, Penzias theorized, must be the static his antenna was
picking up. Experiments eventually confirmed his theory and in 1978 Penzias and
Wilson were awarded the Nobel Prize in Physics and became two of the leading
figures in modern physics — all because they wouldn’t ignore (b) a little

background noise.

In real life, too, most goals are achieved by one small, painstaking effort after
another. They may seem to do little, but their sum total can be a spectacular
achievement. There is a saying that “Genius is an infinite capacity for taking pains
and maintaining attention to detail over time.” The highly imaginative poet and

Not all cuckoos are parasites; more than half the species raise their
own young. Nor is the parasitic habit & limited to certain cuckoos. Nearly 80

Surface fires usually burn only undergrowth and leaf litter on the forest floor. They
may Kkill seedlings and small trees, but they spare most mature trees and allow
most wild animals to escape. Surface fires burn away flammable ground material
and help to prevent more destructive fires. They also release seeds from the cones
of lodgepole pines; stimulate the germination of certain tree seeds such as those of
the giant sequoia and jack pine, and help control tree diseases and insects. Wildlife
species such as deer, moose, elk, woodcock, and quail depend on occasional
surface fires to maintain their habitats and provide food in the form of vegetation
that sprouts after fires. Researchers recently discovered that whenever there is a
forest fire, the charcoal deposited into the ground helps to stimulate the conversion
of ammonia to nitrates. This conversion perpetuates the nitrogen cycle and it
enriches the soil with nitrogen, a necessary component of ecological health.

Stress simply defined is the body’s reaction to a perceived threat, whether physical
or psychological. How we handle it determines whether we succeed or fail in our
personal or business life. Stress can be compared to the strings of a violin. When
the tension of a string is too loose, it vibrates slowly, producing a low pitch sound.
When the tension is too tight it vibrates too fast, iving a high screechy sound. If
the string is tightened beyond a certain point, t will break. Likewise, too much
stress in our lives can be disastrous, and too little stress can be a negative force.
Keep in mind that to produce wonderful music, the string should be adjusted just

right.
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The graphs above illustrate the patterns of intake of calories and of three nutrients
in the average diet of selected age groups in the U.S. population. @ On average,

males consume about 2,400 calories daily, and females consume about 1,800

calories. @ Males consume more calories than females within each age group. @

Of the three nutrients, carbohydrates are the most important source of calorie

intake for males and females. Of the three nutrients, protein is the least important

source of calorie intake for males and females. @ Carbohydrate intake increases in

proportion to age, regardless of gender, but not fat intake. Male children 6-1 years

old consume fewer calories than male adolescents or adults. ® Males 60 and older

consume about 2,000 calories, and about one-half come from carbohydrates.

Cleve Backster, a lie detector expert who headed a school on lie detection for
policemen in New York City, rather accidentally detected primary perception in
plants in 1968. While at work one day, he hooked his polygraph up to a tropical
plant on his desk, just to see what would happen. After watering it, he was
surprised to see that it produced a pattern on the graph very similar to that of a
person after receiving a(n) stimulus. Led by curiosity, Backster went in
search of other reactions, and decided to burn a leaf of the plant. To his utter
amazement, the pin of the lie detector displayed a long upward swing before he
could even get his hand on some matches. It seemed as though the plant could
read his mind.

Later tests also showed that plants show concern for other organisms, as well as
each other. Backster connected a potted philodendron to a polygraph unit. In
another room, an assistant dropped both live and dead shrimp into a pot of boiling
water. At the instant live shrimp were dropped, the polygraph showed significant
electrical changes in the plant, while there was no reaction when the dead shrimp
were dropped into the pot. It was as if the plant showed a(n)
reaction to the death of the shrimp.

In another fascinating and rather incredible experiment, Backster was able to
identify a plant killer through his polygraph machine. One of six students was
chosen to kill a plant in a room with another plant present. Neither Backster nor
the five other students knew who the killer would be. The chosen student sneaked
into the room with two plants and destroyed one of them. Backster later asked the
students to come into the room one at a time. Each of the students came into the
room and the plant showed no reaction to any of them. But when the guilty student
came into the room, the plant seemed to go into a frenzy which showed up as wild
activity on the polygraph tracings.

An ability to tell family from strangers, and to cooperate and share resources is
well known in animals, but plants may possess similar social skills. When plants
share their pots, they get competitive and start growing more roots, which allows
them to grab water and mineral nutrients before their neighbors get them. It
appears, though, that they only do this when sharing a pot with unrelated plants;
when they share a pot with family, they don’t increase their root growth. Because
differences between groups of strangers and groups of siblings only occur when
they share a pot, the root interactions may provide a cue for kin recognition. Like

humans, the most interesting behaviors occur beneath the surface.

import U.S. beef in 2006. @ During the 2004-006 period, beef shipments to South
Korea from Australia and New Zealand increased substantially to cover the demand
that had previously been met by U.S. beef exporters. & In 2007, both countries
together accounted for most of South Korea’s beef imports, compared to about 20
% in 2002.
