At a growing number of colleges, students are speaking up about becoming local food eaters. Many other
schools have started asking the dining service to provide local foods because they're concerned about the
local farm economy, and because they're worried about the environmental costs of foods that travel

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Humans who lived as hunter—gatherers more than 10,000 years ago fitted into ecosystems by acting as
predators, and on occasion they probably also served as prey.

John Ray, the English naturalist, believed there was a good reason why birds reproduce by laying eggs.
He pointed out that if their young developed in an internal womb, pregnant birds would be too heavy to
fly and would therefore be very vulnerable to predators. Consequently, pregnant birds would be killed, and
before long all birds would disappear. If birds bore live young, there could be no birds. Reproduction by
egg—laying was one example of the way birds were fitted to life in their environment, and close examination
revealed that every type of plant and animal was equipped for its way of life.

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Unfortunately, many insects don’t live through the cold winter. Others, however, have come up with clever
plans to @ survive until spring. For example, some flies stay in corners of a warm house over the winter,
so it's @ unlikely to see them flying outside. Certain honeybees pack together in a small space and move
their wings @ quickly to produce heat, so that they can keep warm. Some mosquitoes, like frogs, sleep
through the winter cold. This is because they cannot move around when the temperature goes @ down. In

spring, the females slowly become & inactive, flying around looking for food — fresh blood.
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The pupil of your eye is the little black spot in the center of the colored circle. The pupil is the window
of your eye, the only place where light can get in. The colored circle around it is called the iris. It is a
little circular sheet of muscle that can make the pupil larger or smaller. The iris muscle is controlled by
nerves that connect to give a neat reflex action, the kind of nerve control you never think about. That way,

the iris works automatically to regulate the size of the pupil and the amount of light that it lets into your

eyes.
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You can do a number of things to keep the air in your home clean. Most of them don’t require

much effort. Houseplants are by far the best way to filter indoor air.

(A) For example, spider plants love to absorb carbon monoxide and dioxide, and they'ere easy to grow. In
fact, they'ere so prolific that you'll have a thousand little baby spider plants in no time, whether you
like it or not.

(B) However, be aware that poorly maintained plants can provide excellent breeding grounds for harmful
bugs. If you want plants, be prepared to take care of them.

(©) Not only can some types of plants reduce air pollutants, but they can also convert carbon dioxide back
into oxygen.
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Every culture has @ a number of social values. There are tensions between each value and an @
opposing one.

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Ethical decision making requires us to look beyond the immediate moment and beyond personal needs and
desires to imagine the possible consequences of our choices and behavior on self and others. In its most
elemental sense, moral imagination is about picturing various outcomes in our interactions with others. In
some sense, moral imagination is a dramatic virtual rehearsal that allows us to examine different courses of
action to determine the morally best thing to do. The capacity for empathy is crucial to moral imagination.
As we have no immediate experience of what others feel, we can have no idea of how they are affected.

Only by conceiving what we ourselves would feel in the situation can we understand how they feel.

Three psychology professors at Newcastle University conducted an experiment in their department’s coffee
area. Colleagues and students were able to help themselves to coffee and were asked in return to leave fifty
cents for coffee.

—over the area. On the weeks the eyes were watching them, people contributed 2.76 times more money
than they did when the flower poster was up. In a similar study set on Halloween, mirrors were placed
outside a house.

The role of humans in today’s ecosystems
differs from that of early human settlements. Today, humans in almost every part of the world no longer
interact with nature as they once did. People have detached themselves from most ecosystems. Modern
humans also tend to negatively affect ecosystems in ways that the earliest civilizations did not. One aspect of
the study of ecosystems in environmental science provides a clue as to how disconnected humans have
become from nature. Many ecosystems are named for the dominant species within them. Therefore, the
world contains coral reef ecosystems, evergreen forest ecosystems, grassland ecosystems, and so on, but
environmental science contains no “human ecosystems.”

Sports involve your brain as much as your body: you have to understand plays, see the field and know
your next move, block out the crowd, and @ concentrating on your performance. You also need to control
anxiety and negative thoughts.
