Albert Schweitzer decided to become a doctor and in 1905 began to study medicine and
surgery. Although he faced disapproval from friends, family and colleagues, who considered his
decision to be a waste of his talents, he persisted with his plan.

"l wanted to become a doctor in order to be able to work without words," Schweitzer would later
write. "For years | have talked about love. My new occupation shall not be to talk about love, but
to put it into practice."

Eight years later he obtained a third doctorate, this time in medicine. He then departed for the
French Congo (now Gabon) in Africa, where he built his first clinic inside a chicken coop on the
shores of the Ogowe River. There Schweitzer and his wife provided medical care for natives.
Together they built a hospital that thousands of poor people would use. They treated people with

many kinds of diseases. Many people were impressed with his work and began to follow him.
