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Researchers asked hundreds of college freshmen what
grades they expect to get in their first year at college. In
some cases, they were made to write an answer and put it
in an envelope privately. In others, they were made to tell
it to the researchers publicly. The researchers found that
the predictions the women students wrote privately did not
differ from the men’s.
