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People usually think that exercising when they have a mild cold makes @ them feel better. Illnesses
vary in severity and people react @ differently to them, so listen to your body. If you have a minor
headache and otherwise feel fine, it is probably acceptable to do exercise @ that is light and
moderate for your condition. But avoid exercise to the point of exhaustion. Avoid exercise if you
have the flu, have a fever, or feel extremely @ tired. Exercise does not cure illness. The old adage
that “you can sweat out a cold” with exercise is untrue. When you recover from illness, do not start
exercising at the same level as before. In addition, ® giving yourself a few days to build back to

normal levels.
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In 2002 the Bed and Bath factory in Bangkok suddenly closed when its Thai owners left the
country. Nine hundred workers were left without jobs. Workers protested for three months outside
the Ministry of Labor Building until they received the compensation guaranteed to them under Thai
Law. After the protests ended, a small group of forty workers decided to start @ their own garment
factory and label, Dignity Returns. @ They formed a cooperative factory, the Solidarity Group
Cooperative, where all workers are owners and decisions are made by all worker—owners. Initially
the worker—owners decided to pay themselves only a small survival payment so that @ they could
repay the loans that had helped them start the cooperative. After repaying @ them fully, the survival
payment has increased. The worker—owners have also decided that they want to work reasonable
hours (e.g., to stop work at 5:00 p.m. on Saturdays). This means that the worker—owners generate
less surplus and receive less income than if ® they worked longer hours, but they have time for

other activities.
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Scientific experiments should be designed to show that your hypothesis is @ wrong, and should be
conducted completely objectively with no possible subjective influence on the outcome. Unfortunately
few, if any, scientists are truly @ objective. They have often decided long before the experiment is
begun what they would like the result to be. This means that very often ® bias is introduced into
the experiment, the experimental procedure or the interpretation of results. It is all too easy to justify
to yourself why an experiment which does not fit with your expectations should be @ admired, and
why one which provides the results you ‘hoped for’ is the right one. This can be part avoided by

conducting experiments & ‘blinded” and by asking others to check your data or repeat experiments.
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When the anthropologist Bronislaw Malinowski studied the daily lives of native people living on
the Trobriand Islands of the South Pacific, he noticed that while the islanders used magic rituals
abundantly, they reserved them only for some activities. When they went after the plentiful fish in a
sheltered lagoon, for example, they didn’t use magic, but when they fished in the open sea, they did.
That might have suggested it was the presence of danger that settled whether they used magic or
not, but that explanation didn't fit other observations. The islanders used magic to keep insects from
devouring their crops, for example, but they didn’t in gardening generally. Malinowski realized that
what made the difference was . When the islanders felt their own work and skill would
determine success or failure, they did not resort to magic; when the outcome involved chance or
other factors outside their control, they did.

Too much fat
can be a bad thing, but fats are actually nutrients that the body uses to build nerve tissue and
hormones. Getting enough healthy fats, therefore, is essential for growth and development. Children,
in particular, need enough of them in their diet to help the brain and nervous system develop
normally. In addition, they should eat fats to help absorb some vitamins which play an important
role in their body. For those under 2 years old, fat should not be restricted. Children ages 3 to 4
years should eat a varied diet with plenty of healthy fat. For ages 4 to 8 years, the recommendations
are about 25% to 35% of calories they take in.

Although his poems were not generally well
received during his life, he became more and more well known after his death, so that by the end of
the 19th century, he had become the most beloved of all English poets. He had a significant
influence on a diverse range of poets and novelists. Jorge Luis Borges stated that his first encounter

with Keats was the most significant literary experience of his life.

This is a very common stress that has a clear cause: mild tension or anxiety is normal during an
exam.

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Recent studies of experience and the brain have begun to produce some very interesting
details. For instance, age is no object. While it was natural to try the experiment first with very
young rats, enrichment was later tried with rats of all ages. Even elderly rats show brain
changes in response to experience, contrary to the adage about old dogs and new tricks. Also,
since most of the changes in structure, at all ages, were in the visul part of the brain, it seemed
possible that merely seeing more could make the difference. Rats were kept in small cages
within the larger “enriched environment” cages, from which they could watch the toys and other
rats but not participate.

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As the psychologist Jonathan Haidt put it, there are two ways to get at the truth: the way of the
scientist and the way of the lawyer. Scientists gather evidence, look for regularities, form theories
explaining their observations, and test them. Attorneys begin with a conclusion they want to convince
others of and then seek evidence that supports it, while also attempting to discredit evidence that
doesn’t. The human mind is designed to be both a scientist and an attorney, both a conscious seeker

of and an unconscious, impassioned advocate for what we want to believe.

Seemingly, together these approaches vie to create our worldview. As it turns out, however, the brain
is a decent scientist and an outstanding lawyer.

Believing in what you desire to be true and then seeking evidence to justify it doesn’t seem to be
the best approach to everyday decisions. For example, if you're at the races, it is rational to bet on
the horse you believe is fastest, but it doesn't make sense to believe a horse is fastest because you
bet on it. Similarly, it makes sense to choose a job you believe is appealing, but it’s irrational to
believe a job is appealing because you've accepted the offer. Still, even though in each case the latter
approach doesn't make rational sense, it is the irrational choice that would probably make you
happier. And the mind generally seems to opt for happiness. In both these instances, the research
indicates, it is the latter choice that people are likely to make. The “causal arrow” in human thought

processes consistently tends to point from belief to evidence, not vice versa.

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People are frequently unable to define their own goals and rules of operation — they can

conscientiously follow (O what they are told to do, but are wary of improvising or changing
strategies when they reach an impasse. In many endeavors such lack of initiative can only lead to
disaster. Mountaineers prepare their routes obsessively, and it is not unusual for a climbing team @
spending days at the base of an intended climb, checking the rock face through telescopes, and
planning each of the hundreds of moves they will make after they start. Such advance work will
usually ensure a successful climb. Quite often, however, once the team is on its way, the route will
look quite different than it @ do from base camp. The rock could be looser than @ expected, more
covered with ice, more overhanging. Unless the team is willing to shift to an alternative route, should

the circumstances demand it, they might pay for it ® dearly.
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Contflicts between friends differ in many ways from conflicts with peers, because @ they like one
another and share a more intimate relationship than peers. Because of their shared goals and the
greater amount of time @ they spend with one another, friends engage in more conflict than peers.
At the same time, @ they deal with conflict more constructively than other groups. Compared to
non—friends, friends show more extended negotiation, compromise, conciliation, —constructive
communication, and explanation. On the other hand, non—friends tend to have different ways of
dealing with their problems. @ They usually show higher rates of submission, separation, and
third—party intervention. Thus, the strategies that friends use to resolve their differences can vary in

accordance with the extent to which ® they like their opponent.
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Why do we find it so difficult to slow down? We may, in part, be the inheritors of a work ethic
which @ encourages us to believe that time must be used ‘productively’ and ‘efficiently.” We feel we
should be getting things done, ticking them off a list. But it could be that many of us are driven by
@ fear. We are so afraid of having longer, emptier hours that we fill them with distractions. We
strive to stay @ occupied. How often do we sit quietly on the sofa for half an hour without
switching on the television, picking up a magazine or making a phone call, and instead just thinking?
Within minutes we find ourselves channel-surfing and multitasking. What exactly are we afraid of?
On some level we fear @ indifference. A deeper explanation is that we are afraid that an extended

pause would give us the time to realize that our lives are not as meaningful and fulfilled as we

would like them to be. The time for & contemplation has become an object of fear, a demon.
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When two cultures come into contact, they do not exchange every cultural item. If that were the
case, there would be no cultural differences in the world today. Instead, only a small number of
cultural elements are ever diffused from one culture to another. Which cultural item is accepted
depends largely on the item’s use and compatibility with already existing cultural traits. For example,
it is not likely that men’s hair dyes designed to “get out the gray” will diffuse into parts of rural
Africa where a person’s status is elevated with advancing years. Even when an innovation is
consistent with a society’s needs, there is still no guarantee that it will be accepted. For example,
most people in the United States using US customary units (e.g., inch, foot, yard, mile, etc.) have
resisted adopting the metric system even though making such a change would enable US citizens to
interface with the rest of the world more efficiently.

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Indeed, abstracting is difficult for people in every discipline. Many famous novelists such as Mark
Twain and Ernest Hemingway have written to their editors that they regretted the extreme length of
their manuscripts; if they had had more time, the work would have been half as long. Winston
Churchill said that he could talk for a day with five minutes’ notice but needed a day to prepare if
he had only five minutes in which to speak. The poet Edwin Arlington Robinson shifted from
writing short verse to lengthy works as he got older, remarking, “I am over sixty now, and short
poems require too much effort.” The essence of writing, these individuals say, is not putting words
on the page but learning to recognize and erase the unnecessary ones.

Teachers know that preparing lessons for introductory students is much more challenging than
teaching advanced students because the basics are so much more difficult to master and simplify.
Similarly, when one reads a brilliantly simple paper in science, it is all too easy to regard it as
inconsequential. But as Harvard biologist George Wald once said to Nobel laureate Albert
Szent—-Gybrgyi after reading one of his typically lucid and simple papers, “This paper of yours is so

written that you must have sweated terribly.”

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Greater threat to marine life and eventually to human life is various types of non—biodegradable
substances. These materials cannot be quickly broken down into basic natural parts. One such
material comes from plastic containers that are dropped overboard in large quantities from cruise
ships. These containers break into tiny particles in the surf. The particles get stuck in the digestive
systems of baby fish and one—celled creatures called plankton. By preventing the food from entering
the bodies of these creatures, the small particles cause them to starve to death. This has an effect on

larger marine animals that depend on plankton for their food, and also impact the human food

supply.

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If only writing were like riding a bike, swimming, driving a car, or roller—skating; Once learned,
we would never forget how to do it. Unlike climbing a mountain and planting a flag on its peak,
the writing process consists of mental mountain climbing where there is no peak to reach. Rather,
we encounter only a series of plateaus of elevation. Two factors often inhibit the decision to write:
fear of criticism or failure and the need to impress the reader. Our awareness or sense of
permanence associated with committing ideas to paper or the computer disk can produce in us
feelings of anxiety and lead to procrastination. We are often reluctant to reveal our thinking on
paper because any resulting criticism either from superiors or readers will reflect negatively on our

ability to think clearly and logically.

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Using a denotation or definitional approach to learning vocabulary leads to only a superficial
understanding of words, because research now shows that definitions alone are not always accurate,
nor do they contain enough information to assist students in correctly using words in context.
Denotation is dependent on definitions; that is, it is the act of marking down plainly or recording
what is given or stated as the dictionary meaning. Definitions are also inadequate in teaching the
underlying concept of words such as osmosis or photosynthesis. Much more explanation and text
information is required to learn concept vocabulary, which is usually encountered in content—area
instruction. In other words, telling children to “look it up in the dictionary” without following up
this activity by illustrating how the word is used in context often leads to faulty usage and
miscomprehension.

This young man
got upset and told Mozart that he too was still young, and that since @ he had composed more
serious music than duets, why shouldn't @ he. Mozart replied, “That is true, but I did not go
around asking people what to compose because I knew what to do.” Listening to this, he realized
what the problem Ghe had was. Remember that many have attempted to create great art, but only

a very tiny percentage have become true masters.
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Checklists are powerful tools, proven to increase the accuracy of behavior and to @ reduce error,
particularly slips and memory lapses. They are especially important in situations with multiple,
complex requirements, and even more so where there are @ interruptions. With multiple people
involved in a task, it is essential that the lines of responsibility be clearly spelled out. It is always
@ better to have two people do checklists together as a team: one to read the instruction, the other
to execute it. By doing so, wonderful results are born. If, on the other hand, a single person executes
the checklist and then, later, a second person checks the items, the results are @ effective. The
person following the checklist, feeling confident that any errors would be caught, might do the steps
too quickly and make a mistake. The same bias affects the checker. Confident in the ability of the

first person, the checker often does a quick, ® less than thorough job.
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Being able to look at situations using different frames is critically important when tackling all types
of challenges. Consider the fact that before 1543 people believed that the sun and all the planets
revolve around the earth. To all those who looked to the sky, it seemed obvious that the earth was
the center of the universe. But in 1543, Copernicus changed all of that by proposing that the sun is
actually at the center of the solar system. This was a radical change in perspective — or frame —
that resulted in what we now call the Copernican Revolution. This shift in point of view, in which
the earth is seen as one of many planets circling the sun, dramatically changed the way individuals
thought about the universe and their individual roles within it. It opened up the world of astronomy
and provided a new platform for inquiry. You, too, can spark a revolution by looking at the

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Many of us have been taught from childhood to be good children so we grow to become
decent people. According to the old paradigm, good children are those refraining from showing
emotions and suppressing self—expression. Children do what adults expect them to do. Often
these ‘good children’ carry their parents’ strong principles well into adult life. Here they continue
to not show their emotions, not express themselves and behave as expected. They do not notice
what their heart is trying to tell them and what their real feelings are, because they have been
taught the intellect should lead them, not the heart. If it came to noticing a negative feeling, they
would undoubtedly try and hide it, because ‘good children only express good feelings.” However
these children will become adults with detrimental results, which can manifest through physical or

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The final edge that happy people have for building physical resources is how well they deal with
difficult events. How long can you hold your hand in a bucket of ice water? The average duration
before the pain gets to be too much is between sixty and ninety seconds. Rick Snyder, a professor at
Kansas and one of the fathers of Positive Psychology, used this test on Good Morning America to
demonstrate the effects of positive emotion on coping with difficulty. He first gave a test of positive
emotion to the regular cast. By quite a margin, Charles Gibson, host of Good Morning America,
outscored everybody. Then, before live cameras, each member of the cast put his or her hand in ice
water. Everyone, except Gibson, pulled their hands out before ninety seconds had elapsed. Gibson,
though, just sat there grinning, and still had his hand in the bucket when a commercial break was
finally called.

Not only do happy people endure pain better and take more health and safety precautions when
threatened, but positive emotions undo negative emotions. Barbara Fredrickson showed students a
filmed scene from a ledge in which a man inches along the ledge of a high—rise. At one point he
loses his grip and dangles above the traffic; the heart rate of students watching this clip goes
through the roof. Right after watching this, students are shown one of four further film clips:
“waves,” which induce contentment; “fighting,” which induces hostility; “puppies,” which induce

amusement; ‘cry,” which induces sadness. bring the heart rate way down, which

means that those who watch the clips feel stable and comfortable, while the others make the
students’ high heart rate go even higher.
